O rapto do Dr. Kizza Besigye, uma proeminente figura da histéria de
libertagcdo do Uganda e lider do partido da oposi¢cdo, em Nairobi e a sua
subsequente detencdo no Uganda esta semana s&o acontecimentos
profundamente chocantes e devem ser inequivocamente condenados.

O Dr. Besigye, um conhecido e respeitado defensor dos direitos humanos,
dedicou a suavida a promocao da justica e da liberdade. O seu rapto e
subsequente detencéo constituem uma violacao descarada do direito
internacional e dos direitos humanos.

O que é particularmente preocupante é que a entrega do Dr. Besigye s6
poderia ter ocorrido com o apoio e envolvimento activo ou passivo das
forcas de seguranca do Quénia, pondo em causa o compromisso daquele
pais para com uma sociedade aberta.

Apelamos a libertagdo imediata e incondicional do Dr. Kizza Besigye.
Exigimos que a sua familia e os seus advogados tenham acesso imediato ao
Dr. Besigye.

Solicitamos que a Unido Africana, os organismos regionais e a comunidade
internacional fagam apelos semelhantes para a sua libertagdo imediata. O
seu fracasso em fazé-lo coloca-os firmemente ao lado dos autoritarios e
coloca os Estados e os interesses, e ndo as pessoas, em primeiro lugar nas
relagcdes internacionais.

Africa nunca alcancara o seu verdadeiro potencial enquanto ocorrerem
violagcdes tdo descaradas dos direitos humanos fundamentais. A aparente
cumplicidade entre dois Estados vizinhos indica uma cultura preocupante de
autoritarismo crescente que deve ser combatida.
